Incoming fourth graders should send three postcards, one to Mrs. Poholchuk, one to Mrs. Hathaway and one
to me. We like to hear about all sorts of summer experiences — even backyard explorations. If you are not
able to find ready-made postcards, you can use materials lying about the house (cardboard, photos, heavy
paper, etc.) to create your own postcard. We’ll write back!
